SLR Setup for VM95 Biscuit Systems:

==========================

· Set the rotating knob on the SLR to Av (aperture priority)

Note that in the software you can set the aperture and the exposure to be done  automatically (up to 30 seconds!) so it works great for night shots

-    The AF/MF switch on the lens should be set for MF (manual focus)
After the camera is installed in the “field” location you have to set the focus. Do this by moving the switch to AF, manually take one shot, and then switch it back to MF.  If you leave it on AF, you risk a ‘hang up’ when it takes a shot and it cannot focus (like when it’s foggy or dark)

 

· Be sure to go into the menu system of the SLR and turn off the ‘Auto power off’ capability,  otherwise after a settable amount of time, the camera shuts down and will not take pictures   

· If the screen of the SLR says busy all the time when hooked up to the computer, it means that in the ‘Communications’ setting under the tools of the menu system, its set for ‘Printing’ and not for ‘PC Communications’.   Set it to PC Communications, and that will fix it

PowerShot Cameras:

====================

· Both the G7 and the A640 must have their ‘power on’ button depressed all the time.  With the G7, you can fashion a paper clip that’s held tight by the strap hook and the flash connector.  With the A640, you can glue a piece of plexi-glass to the top of the camera, that has hole in it.  Tap a screw into the hole to press the button down.

· The slide switch on the A640 that goes from playback to camera must be on playback (arrow symbol).  There is no slide switch on the G7.

· The rotating switch should be on P (Tv and Av work equally as well)…the software overrides the position of this, unlike the SLR system

· Also on both the G7 and A640, check to Auto Power Down setting an make sure it is on ‘Off’
